2008.  I hope to have newer material which will either replace or supplement this work by the time the project has 
been completed in June 2010.

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What  do I want to gain from this course ?

I intend to gain as much technical/artistic knowledge as possible , but, I also hope to appreciate and evaluate the opinions andwork of 

other photographers within the group.To produce a consistently higher standard of work in the future and therefore gain some 

recognition as a Photographer.An understanding of how to produce and sell ôQuality Commercial Photographsô ( online and in print ) 

is a significant target which I hope will be met during 2010 and beyond.

1) To prepare Photographs for an exhibition at  the óAssembly Houseô in central Norwich.  

The exhibition will take place between  15th & 29th July 2010.

2) A portfolio of my work was presented  to members of the arts viewing panel at the 

óAssembly Houseô on Wednesday 25th November 2009 prior to acceptance.

3) There will be a 35% commission on any sales made while the exhibition runs ( in the 

Noverre Gallery ), a contract has been signed and returned.

4) The Noverre gallery has a total display area of 30sq metres which will be reserved solely 

for my use during the fortnight ïI estimate that 48 photographs  printed at A4 

and  displayed in 12ò x 16ò frames will be required.

5) The majority of the displayed photographs will cover local areas of interest (landscapes) 

but this can be supplemented by other material. The overall feel of the 

exhibition will be sympathetic to the portfolio used in November ó09 (point 2).

6)  Mounted (unframed) photographs will be available for sale  throughout the exhibition and 

match the sizes quoted in (point 4). 

7) Available budget: I have allowed a maximum of £1,200, to cover the cost of materials, 

travel, insurance and overheads associated with all aspects of this project 

(excluding costs directly associated with the course).

An outline of how I intend to research and complete this óCommercial Briefô  (including tasks and dates) :-

a) By the End of November 2009: Seek feedback about my website (www.nwephotos.com), comments should be evaluated before applying necessary changes.

b) Website tracking statistics will be reset to zero following the completion of changes to the website. (Redesigned using Mood Board with far less content)

c) During January & February: Visit photography exhibitions and Art galleries for inspiration. When visiting photography exhibitions I will make a note of the

overall presentation, quality and type of materials used, plus pricing. (3 exhibitions at The Assembly House, 2 at The Forum + Online Sites)

d) During February & early March: Experiment with different types of printing methods, materials (ie. papers & inks) and mounts. Gaining thebest possible

prints from my photographs by researching techniques and production costs. (Jet Tec Inks & Epson R360 on Permajet Oyster 270gsm / matt)

e) At the end of March: Check the website statistics, the results should prove useful when preparing the final portfolio of work. This should also indicate

which areas to concentrate on when taking additional photographs during April , May & June.

f) Tuesday 16th & Thursday 18th March: Attend half-way presentations of work by both Groups. Show some examples of photographs that are ready to be

exhibited.

g) During April: What advertising options are available ? Eg. Local newspapers, online & radio.

h) By the end of April: Know exactly how many photographs are required and decide how many copies of each photograph should be produced. Consider

limited additions and when / where to sign.

i) During May: Finalize the portfolio and print / mount photographs for the exhibition while allowing the space for late additions.

J) During June: Place advertisements for early July.

k) By 15th June: Preparation for the exhibition should be completed

l) Final objective: the creation of a quality portfolio of work - one that can be used to generate an ongoing income by holding further exhibitions and when

attempting to sell at craft fairs or online.
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The materials used when producing  sample exhibition pieces have been researched  while visiting websites for information andfrom 

visiting galleries.  A certain amount of trial and error has been used as my photographs have been used electronically prior to 

undertaking this course ( Online forums have been used when  deciding which materials to use ) .

Key decisions:-

To produce prints using an Epson R360  inkjet         1a) Full colour management  is in place (Screen & Printer).  

1b) Reprints can be produced overnight  to replace items following a sale .

1c)  No need to produce large numbers of prints in advance of the show.

To use third party inks & papers 2a)  Jet Tec inks researched  & tried : giving good results when calibrated to

each  type of paper used ( appears stable ).

www.jettec.com 2b)  25% more ink than the original Epson Cartridges  at under 1/2 price.

2c)   PermajetOyster paper  270gsm :  a silk finish and so less reflection than 

gloss papers. Has a UV and water resistant coating.

2d)  I can guarantee to replace prints if requested.

Mounts and Frames 3a) 16ó x 12ó mounts (antique white)  cut for A4 prints sourced from 

www.cotswoldmounts.co.uk( good quality & value ).

3b) Bags and backboards can  be included as separate items.

3c) Tried 5 different 16ó x 12ó frames  -A black or silver ôEasy Frameõ is 

preferred (  @ £4.69  each from The Range )
